Visit the
Amber Fort, arriving at the gates by elephant,
and later explore the city, visiting the City
Palace, Hawa Mahal (Palace of The Winds) and
Jantar Mantar (Astronomical Observatory).

This is
a truly magical place, where you will stay in the
tents on the dam overlooking the lake.

Bishnoi people are
known the world over for their love of animal
and plant life; they protect all life forms as a
part of their religion.

This morning you will enjoy a sightseeing tour
of Jodhpur city, visiting the Mehrangarh Fort
and Jaswant Thada. Rest of the day is at leisure.

DAY 12 ¢ TO NARLAI via RANAKPUR TEMPLES
Today drive to Narlai, where you will spend 1
night at Rawla Narlai on a bed and breakfast
basis. En route visit the Ranakpur Jain Temples.

DAY 13 ¢ TO UDAIPUR via KUMBHALGARH
